Jolly Grammar is designed to take just part of the time devoted to
English, in providing the ‘language’ rather than the ‘literature’ element.
For the 'literature’ element children will be reading story books, such as
the Jolly Readers.

Together with Jolly Phonics they provide a course for
the first three years
